Reply of Newbourne Parish Council with regards to Policy SSP40- Newbourne: Former Land Settlement Association Holdings
This Policy is due to replace Policy AP 168 which has existed for some time.
When the government closed all Land Settlement Associations in the country in 1982  the District Council brought in Policy LP 151 with regard to Newbourne. This reads the same as SSP 40 apart from some words having been placed in a different order.
During the past 30+ years many of the holdings have been extended and the District Council have given permission for three of the dwellings to be demolished and replaced. The design brief has not been adhered to in the majority of cases.
The Parish Council would invite current members of the Planning Department and members of the Planning Committee to visit Newbourne and see for themselves and make a judgement as to the soundness of the proposed Policy.
We also note that we are included as one of the Key Agencies and Partners over the Plan Period and look forward to our views being given due consideration, something that has not happened in the past.
The continuance of a Policy made many years ago and currently flawed does not auger well for the future wellbeing of the village of Newbourne.
