4. Chairman report
NEWBOURNE PARISH COUNCIL
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT JUNE 22

The Parish Council has operated without a full complement of Councillors for most of the year 2021/2022. We have been running on 7 rather than 9 councillors and steps have been taken to recruit new members and they have joined the Parish Council from May 2022. We welcome PCllr Michael Hanley and PCllr Andrew Garfath-Cox to the Council. 
I took over as Chairman of the Parish Council in August 2021 from PCllr Charlotte Gammons who tendered her resignation from the chair but remains a Councillor. I would like to thank Charlotte for her chairmanship and also extend a thank you to the rest of the Councillors for their loyal support and ongoing commitment to parish governance.

I am most fortunate in having knowledgeable and supportive colleague Parish Councillors and am confident that we have a good understanding of the needs of the Parish and will work together to ensure that we meet the requirements put forward to the best of our ability.
I would also like to thank Laura Naunton who has been the Parish Clerk since 2015 for 6 years. Laura has done a great job navigating due process for the Council at Parish and Borough level and we look forward to her continued support and enthusiasm in the coming Parish year
Covid-19 did impact the Council for the period 2021 to mid-2022 when no face-to-face meetings or virtual meetings were held. For the coming year we will take steps to ensure that virtual meetings are established as a viable alternative to face-to-face meetings should the need arise. 
Inevitably, even when face to face meetings were possible, some Councillors suffered with Covid and have been absent from time to time. Having said that, post lockdown, we resumed our normal meeting schedule and were able to successfully hold quorate meetings and follow due process each month despite unavoidable absences. Thank you to all Councillors for their resilience during this period and understanding and empathy with the tragic situation that we find ourselves in.
Meetings are routinely scheduled for the first Monday of each month at 7.30pm and are held at the community Village Hall. The meetings are open to the public and we generally have good attendance form the local community. Additionally, they are attended by Mike Richardson who is a Ward Councillor for East Suffolk covering the neighbouring parishes.
A standard Parish Council agenda is followed to ensure that all parish matters and reviewed and governed appropriately.
A Ward Councillors’ report is submitted and reviewed by the Parish Council at each meeting and this is authored by Ward Councillors Mike Richardson and Richard Kerry.
The previous meeting minutes are reviewed and approved at the following meeting.
There have been no declarations of pecuniary interest from any Councillor in the year covered by this report. 
Parish Council finances are in good order and reviewed at each meeting. They are well managed, on behalf of the council, by the Parish Clerk. All financial matters have appropriate governance and control over the parish’s funding and budget.
Issues are raised by Parish Councillors on behalf of the local community or during the public question time section that is scheduled on the  monthly agenda. There have been several issues that have affected that parish during the year which have been addressed with varying degrees of success.
There have been four issues at the centre of Newbourne Village in the area surrounding The Fox public house. These have been raised by local residents.  They are:
1. Public house customers parking on the village grass verges adjacent to The Fox and causing damage and a “muddy mess” to the verges. 
2. Volume of customers parking in the centre of the village and overflowing the pub’s car park at busy times.
3. Noise generated by extractor fans used in the pub’s kitchen that impacts neighbouring residents.
4. The natural spring that continues to bleed to the surface in The Street and flow across the road that could be a hazard caused by slipping on water or ice depending on the time of the year.
The Parish Council fully supports having vibrant local community business like The Fox and the visitors that it attracts to the local area. Newbourne is a fantastic area of outstanding natural beauty steeped in history and the Parish Council fully supports sharing it with the wider community and visitors. We have been working collaboratively with Steve Lomas FBII, Managing Director of Deben Inns Limited , to address items 1,2,3 above and we are making good progress. Items 1 and 2 will be resolved with new planters on the verge, to prevent parking, which will be aesthetically pleasing in the village centre and, the potential to extend the usage of The Fox’s overflow car park. Item 3 is being addressed by Mr Lomas through engaging specialist acoustic engineers to mitigate the noise issues as much as possible.
We thank Steve Lomas for his ongoing support and investing time and resources to fix these issues in support of the local community. The Parish Council will continue to monitor progress.
Item 4 is a matter between the Parish Council and Anglian Water Services Limited and a number of attempts, over the years, have been made to stop the spring from bleeding the surface. This is a natural phenomenon and will likely be an ongoing issue for the Parish Council to address with Anglian Water Services Ltd going forward.
Speeding and the volume of traffic continues to be of concern to the local community. Newbourne Parish Council is able to share a traffic calming device with it’s neighbourhood parish of Waldringfield. This is potentially not enough and we will bring back to the Parish Council meeting during the next term plans to procure dedicated speeding devices for the village. A related concern, raised by councillors, is traffic increases caused by ongoing housing development planning applications that are submitted to East Suffolk Council Planning Department. The Parish Council will continue to monitor and raise concerns as appropriate.
The extensive new development of housing at Brightwell Lakes by Taylor Wimpey will see 2,000 new homes built in a site in Martlesham, Suffolk. The public consultation for the first phase of this development is now closed. This isn’t directly in Newbourne and the Parish Council fully supports the development of much needed housing but we do have concerns about the knock on pass-through traffic impact in Newbourne. The Parish Council will monitor and raise it’s concerns on behalf of the local community as and when the need arises.
There have been concerns that the Village Hall car park is being used for illegal drug trafficking. The Parish Council fully condemns this and we have taken steps to eradicate. We will be installing CCTV monitors at the Village Hall and will continue to liaise with the local Police as and when necessary. 
There play area on the field behind the Village Hall is in need of attention. Some immediate fixes are in place to enable the area to be used by children are underway. Repairing the zipwire and removing decayed wood. Longer term the Parish Council will have on its agenda a go forward plan to upscale the play area and we will be looking at what local authority support is available to enable this to happen. The play area gets a lot of visitors from local school children through to holiday campers in the community.
The Parish Council is supporting the Platinum Jubilee by arranging a family day on 3rd June 22 called the “Newbourne Jubilee Picnic Party”.  Creating this event has been a real team effort between the Parish Council, The Village Hall Committee and local residents who have volunteered their valuable time and effort to make this happen. The event is hoping to attract local residents, their affiliates and holiday makers in the vicinity. There are fun activities planned on the day mixed with some tradition to represent the local rural ex-LSA community that we are. It is very much hoped that this event is a spring board for future community spirited events, There seems to be an appetite for this amongst the local community, which has had quite a number of new residents in the last couple of years, and it would be great to see Newbourne grasp this opportunity as it has a legacy of holding events to underpin community spirit and support for each other.
In summary it has been a challenging year for the Parish Council which has, no doubt, been experienced by all the other Parish Council’s during this period.
I appreciate the support from my fellow Parish Councillors and look forward to working with them in the year ahead to maintain, support and build brant community in Newbourne.
