4. Chairmans Report 
Newbourne Parish Council Chairman’s Report at Annual General Meeting 13 May 2024 Welcome to the Annual Parish Meeting! 
Since the last Annual Meeting of the parish there have been several changes of personnel. Three Parish Councillors resigned through pressure of work and in the local elections for District Councillors two new members were elected. In June, Cllr. Gary Grainger stepped down from his rôle as Chairman and we thank him for leading us through the last few years which saw the orderly business of the Council meetings and the organisation of successful Village events for both the celebration of the Her Majesty the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee and the Coronations of Their Majesties King Charles and Queen Camilla. He also brought us into the technological world with the connection to wi-fi internet in this Village Hall. We thank also Cllr. Charlotte Gammons and Cllr. Michael Hadley for their service to the Council. The latter helped with the installation of CCTV for security in this Village Hall. At the local East Suffolk elections, Cllr. Michael Richardson who had been a frequent contributor to our parish meetings lost his seat and in his place Mike Ninnmey and Lee Reeves became district councillors for the Orwell and Villages Ward. They have kept us well informed with comprehensive reports and helpful advice on many issues throughout the year attending as frequently as possible, as other meetings often clash with ours. They have been instrumental in providing funds for the boiler required for the Village Hall necessary to meet new regulations. Laura Naunton, our Parish Clerk and RFO, has undertaken her duties with integrity and good humour with characteristic professionalism. We thank her for keeping our finances in good order, her pursuit of resolutions with the local authority of issues concerning planning matters that have arisen, her involvement in pursuing funds for the playground improvements through her engagement in the Quiz nights and Village Days, the recurrent checking of the defibrillator, and the installation of the speed camera. But I must report that Laura is stepping away from her role and we shall need to recruit a new Parish Clerk and RFO imminently although Laura has willingly agreed to continue in post until we have found a new person to fulfil her important job. When Gary Grainger resigned, a new Chairman was required and Cllr. Sue Pollard as Vice-Chairman invited nominations. Cllr. Michael Frost and Cllr. Lionel Scott proposed that I should become the new Chairman and the vote taken of current councillors all present was duly passed nem. con. To bring our depleted complement of parish councillors back to strength of nine in total, I prepared a leaflet which outlined the duties of a parish councillor and our aims as village committee. This was distributed with the help of Cllrs. Pollard and Lusher to all houses in the catchment area of Newbourne in the hope of attracting new Councillors which proved an opportunity for me to speak with many members of the village personally. Fortunately, this initiative bore fruit. Bryan Wheeler and Terence Gaussen offered their services and were invited to speak on what contributions they would tender. The Parish Council voted unanimously in agreement that they should take their seats on Council. We still have one vacant place should you wish to volunteer your services! We also want to encourage our village community to step forward to help with ad hoc events whenever they can. What has been achieved during this year? We have considered what benefits and advantages our village offers us and how they affect us. Three principal issues have been on our agenda: Planning, the Green Infrastructure Initiative, and the production of a Neighbourhood Plan. In relation to planning, we have been aware that planning applications had not always led to consistent decision making. To improve this situation, we drew up a list of criteria pertinent to our village ambience and development that would be guidelines for more dependable and answerable judgments to be made, which we hope will be a satisfactory resolution to this dilemma. In relation to biodiversity, an opportunity arose in the East Suffolk district to consider the biodiversity through a Green Infrastructure Initiative. Initially parishes met and then smaller clusters of closely neighbouring parishes worked together on discussion of their needs and other factors. We thank Cllr. Terence Gaussen for attending these meetings and keeping us informed as how we might proceed through greater awareness of what would/could be worthwhile to accomplish. We are a village with a lot of open spaces which we wish to maintain responsibly, and an informative poster was produced to illustrate this fact. Our District Councillors brought the government scheme of a Neighbourhood Plan to our attention. They cited that this had been taken up by a few PCs in East Suffolk. On investigation, this was a small handful, mostly localities with population sizes many times greater than Newbourne. Cllr. Bryan Wheeler and I attended an information gathering session with the parish Clerk of Ufford who helpfully and impartially outlined the pros and cons of this idea. The Council listened to and discussed the principles of this matter considering the judgement of Bucklesham Parish Council who in a carefully reasoned paper had rejected the idea. Our Councillors decided that the substantial ongoing costs and the necessity to involve members of the parish very fully in its implementation outweighed any benefit and it would also severely impact our limited finances. On these grounds implementation was rejected. Our funds are limited but we want very much to improve our playground facilities. We are now in a position where we have raised sufficient funds through the success of the Village days, the Quiz nights, and personal donations to now put in the swings. Several people have generously helped with these events: Keith Burroughs as our quiz master and setter of the questions; Colin Pollard for printing all the publicity materials; Pat Frost for organising the raffles and the donation of prizes and a generous donation from Tim Moss towards the playground. We are still pursuing grants that are available to substantially change the appearance and fun element of the play equipment which the children of Newbourne and our many visitors to the Village Hall deserve. We have also engaged in improving the appearance of our bus shelters with the flower tubs adding to an attractive ambience. We also received a letter of thanks from Angie Carpenter, churchwarden of our 1000-year-old church, for our donation to the roof fund which is in urgent need of very sizeable injections of cash for its repair. During this past year, we believe we have carried out our statutory duties on behalf of the local community. Our finances are in good order and the decision to raise the precept significantly, especially considering the very considerable increases in costs experienced during the year with high inflationary pressures, was taken to ensure that all our domestic expenses could be met. This includes a contingency for unexpected calamities. But we also have a willingness to continue to fund raise for additional amenities and projects. The increase was fully supported by all members of Council. The Agenda for every meeting has been sent out and displayed on the Notice Board and meetings have been governed appropriately; the minutes of previous meeting have been reviewed and ratified by the parish councillors present; the public time before each meeting has been well attended and each person given sufficient time to make requests, give suggestions, offer comments or corrections which have been followed up with appropriate bodies. There have been no declarations of pecuniary interest from any Councillor in the year covered by this report. I wish to thank all my fellow Councillors for the support that they have given throughout the year and for their ongoing commitment to parish governance.

6. PARISH REPORT APRIL 2024  ORWELL & VILLAGES
East Suffolk Blooms
A flourishing environmental scheme, encouraging people in East Suffolk to grow beautiful, pollinator-friendly wildflowers, is returning for 2024. Each year, East Suffolk Council distributes free packs of bulbs to town and parish councils, community groups and organisations to plant locally as part of the East Suffolk Blooms campaign. The planting efforts of last year’s successful applicants are already being rewarded with colourful narcissus displays. This time, in tandem with the East Suffolk’s Amazing project to promote an all-round effort to keeping the district clean and attractive, and in order to provide greater benefit to pollinators, East Suffolk Council will be offering blends of native bulbs that appeal particularly to bees and butterflies. East Suffolk Council's Public Realm Contracts Manager, Laura Hack said: “We were thrilled with the level of interest in last year’s scheme and we’re looking forward to receiving applications for East Suffolk Blooms in 2024.“We expect to have enough bags of bulbs to distribute one to each of 50 groups across the district.” Packs of bulbs will be available to collect in the autumn, around October, from two locations in the district. A ‘Bees Mix’ of bulbs flowers from February to May and includes crocuses, chionodoxas, scillas, muscaris and naturalising tulips, while the ‘Butterfly Mix’ flowers between May and July and comprises camassias, nectaroscordums, irises and alliums.
The scheme is funded by East Suffolk Council’s trading company and services operator, East Suffolk Services Ltd, and from the Enabling Communities Budget scheme.An application form will be available to complete online until 30 June, before a judging panel meets to decide the successful applicants, with additional consideration given to groups reapplying after missing out last year. Applicants will then be informed of the decision by August.
