 Newbourne Parish Council Minutes 2nd February 2026
Attendees

Pat Frost, Cllr Ninnmey and Julz Cooper (Clerk) 
Public Time 
Pat Frost received a letter from a man named Tom is attempting to plant 1,000 trees, he is offering to plant them in people’s gardens or in public areas, it is a free service, but donations are appreciated. Pat also raised that she had spoken to Hannah Stocks following something she had seen on Waldringfielders. Hannah Stocks raised concerns about loose dogs on the Village playing field as her sheep were scared and a chicken killed recently. Pat suggested we put up signs encouraging people to keep their dogs on a lead. Cllr Gaussen, who had also see this on Waldringfielders, added that there are gaps in their hedge and their fence is not up properly. The chairman agreed that they need to re-enforce their fence. Cllr Wheeler commented that these signs will be at a cost to the council and most likely ignored. Pat frost mentioned that Colin Pollard would be able to make the signs for free. Chairman commented that it is up to the Stocks to protect their boundary and livestock. Cllrs’ voted, 5 yes’s and 2 no’s. Signs to be made up and Pat will speak to Hannah about re-enforcing fencing. 
Tony Finch thanked the Clerk for keeping the website up to date, he also reminded Council that we can’t add items ad-hoc to a meeting, it has to have been on the published agenda a week before the meeting. Similarly, we cannot have ‘AOB’ as an item on the agenda, but we can change it to ‘to be discussed at next meeting’ or ‘matters for inclusion in future agendas’.
1. To RECEIVE apologies – Cllr Foster & Cllr Lusher
2. To RECEIVE reports – Cllr Ninnmey. Planning Martlesham One, all pretty much agreed. Some concerns over planting. Waldringfield have been on the case. This developer wants to add social housing. Concerns expressed to the landowner are that if we start trimming back during each phase, then at the end all will be social houses, so less profit for developers. Must bring up homes to Good Home Standards, so less profit for developers. Delivery of dwellings needs to be around 66,000, but currently 55,000 short. Developers getting planning permission but then waiting until market is right to actually build, so there’s a big gap between getting planning permission and building starting. Major rewriting of national framework for planning, coming to council soon. Removing councils' choices, and ability to reject/some of grounds people have to object. North Felixstowe Garden Scheme; Not yet agreed to. £50Mil to fund scheme has been pushed back by a year. £500-£1000 left in Cllr Ninnmey’s Budget, let him know ASAP if we want anything doing. Pat Frost raised that village hall floor needs doing so that could be an option. Pat F to let Cllr Ninnmey know. 
3. To RECEIVE Declarations of disclosable pecuniary interest – None received.
4. To APPROVE minutes from 05/01/2025 – Happy to adopt
5. To DISCUSS planning applications –

Other parishes have said ‘no comments’ to make. Cllr Pollard spoke to the chairman of Waldringfield Council (Ian Kay) who is pleased with work being done at Brightwell Lakes. Cllr Wicks expressed concerns about traffic. Cllr Scott agreed, not making enough provisions for traffic flow. District Council should do a summary for planning applications, so Parish Councils get a better understanding of what they are reviewing without having to spend a whole day digging into it. 
Clerk mentioned that Council has been asked to make comments on another planning application, agreed to hold an additional planning meeting on 16th February at 6pm.
Cllr Pollard asked for an update on Enforcement actions for previous applications, Clerk confirmed still no response from Council. 
6. To RECEIVE update on Green Infrastructure/Springs – Cllr Gaussen confirmed a meeting was being held the coming Wednesday (4th February) to complete pamphlets. 
7. To RECEIVE update on the Village Hall/Playground – Cllr Gaussen raised that the pear tree in the playing field is overshadowed by birch trees and Ivy, and many other hedgerows trees are overhanging the grass on the field boundaries, he has spoken to Treescape and organised a quote for the work (£460.80). Council agreed, Clerk to reach out to accept quote. 
8. To DISCUSS Village Infrastructure – Cllr Gaussen presented an email from a local person re their concern over a badly damaged bridge/culvert at Newbourne Marshes Public footpath. They believe that it was damaged by tractors/machinery removing the willows. There has been concerns raised about it collapsing. Clerk to contact Anglia Water as believe this is their responsibility.
9. To SIGN cheques

10. To RECEIVE Clerks Correspondence – Clerk asked Cllrs to review CityFibre Snagging report prepared by Cllr Foster and send any comments by  9th February.
11. Any other business – Cllrs discussed renaming ‘Any other Business’ to ‘Matters for inclusion in future agendas’. The chairman raised that the church is hosting a Valentine's Day event on the 14th. Cllr Wicks raised that a burglary was committed on Jackson Road.
